“Sowing Seeds for Eco-Justice at lona University,” aims to empower students directly,
by funding their ideas for creative projects, site visits, and participation in workshops
and trainings related to the Laudato Si' Action Platform.

Our project aims to raise awareness among students about establishing a green school
through the implementation of a food waste and recycling program.

Maintain & expand our Environmental Program located on our historic campus,
including student designed monarch recovery habitats.

Develop the LSAP goal Ecological Spirituality by education and enhancing our
Reflection Garden

Purchase reusable water bottle with logo to be distributed at Care for Creation events,
host educational events within our community and convert Marian garden into a
meditation garden.
